WINDOWCRAFT LOWLAND SPEED CHAMPIONSHIP


1. SPORTING REGULATIONS - GENERAL

1.1 TITLE AND JURISDICTION

The Windowcraft Lowland Speed Championship is organised and administered by East Ayrshire Car Club Ltd, in co-operation with Scottish Sporting Car Club Ltd, Lothian Car Club Ltd and Monklands Sporting Car Club Ltd, in accordance with the General Regulations of the Royal Automobile Club Motor Sports Association (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA),  and these championship regulations.  

Windowcraft Lowland Speed Championship MSA Permit: CHS2008/092.

1.3 COMPETITOR ELIGIBILITY

1.3.1 Drivers

Drivers must be fully paid up, valid membership card holding members of at least one Scottish Motor Club (excluding the Scottish Sprint and Hillclimb Championship Club and the Highland Speed Championship Club), Scottish Centre or Branch of a National Motor Club affiliated to the Motor Sports Association, and be in possession of a valid 2008 MSA Licence (a National "B" licence is required as a minimum, subject to MSA restrictions on sports libre and racing cars).

1.4 REGISTRATION

1.4.1 How to Register

Competitors wishing to register in these Championships must complete the appropriate official registration form and send it to David Baker at the following address: David Baker, c/o 125A Springfield Road, Linlithgow, West Lothian, EH49 7SN.
Acceptance will be at the discretion of the Championship Co-ordinator and the participating clubs. 

1.4.2 Registration Fee

There is no charge for registration.

1.4.3 Closing Date

The Championship register will open upon receipt of these Regulations and registrations will close on 11th April 2008.  Please note this closing date is firm.  There will be pre-season test days at Kames on 15th & 16th March 2008, track and weather permitting, courtesy of East Ayrshire Car Club.  

Fees for the Kames test days are £25 per driver, per day.  Due to insurance requirements, drivers must be members of East Ayrshire Car Club, which costs £20 (£10 for juniors and senior citizens) and can be arranged on the day.  Drivers must prebook with EACC by 7th March, with numbers restricted to 25 entries on each day.

2. GENERAL COMPETITION RULES

Each qualifying round will be run under its own Supplementary Regulations (“SRs”) and competitors will be bound by those SRs, the General Competition Regulations of the MSA and these Championship Regulations.

2.1 DOUBLE ENTRIES

Competitors may enter no more than two cars in the Championship and no more than two drivers may drive the same car.  A competitor may not enter more than one car in the same class.  A car may not be entered in more than one class.

2.2 EVENT ENTRIES

Each registered competitor should receive regulations and an entry form for each qualifying round in the championship.  Queries regarding the individual events should be directed to the organising club.  Contact phone numbers can be found in Section 1.5.2 of these regulations.

Organising clubs of the individual events will endeavour to accept entries from registered competitors.  However, they are neither bound to accept entries received after the event closing date, nor to displace another non-registered entrant who has properly entered for an event.

2.3 VEHICLE SUBSTITUTION

A competitor may substitute another vehicle during the course of the Championship, but the substitute vehicle must be in the same class as the original entry.  A competitor must notify the appropriate Championship Coordinator in writing of any substitution prior to the commencement of practice for the event in which the substitute vehicle is to be used, before scores so gained can be credited to that competitor.  A letter notifying the change and for forwarding to the Championship Coordinator will be considered adequate notification when lodged with the Secretary of the Meeting prior to commencement of practice.  There will be no limit to the number of substitutions that can be made.

2.4 CLASS ALLOCATION

The Championship Coordinator will endeavour to ensure that entries are entered in the appropriate class.  Competitors are reminded that failing to disclose modifications that would make them ineligible for the class as entered may result in exclusion from the championship.

2.5 CHAMPIONSHIP SPONSORS

Every competitor must display the Championship sponsors stickers on his/her car in accordance with Section C55 of the current MSA Yearbook.  Non compliance may result in offenders being deleted from the Championship results.

2.6 COMMUNICATION

The preferred method of communication for championship results and other relevant information to competitors shall be email.  Any competitor wishing to receive communications by surface mail should indicate so on the championship registration form.

3. SPORTING REGULATIONS - JUDICIAL PROCEDURES 

3.1 JUDICIAL PROCEDURES & PENALTIES

Judicial procedures will be in accordance with the MSA Yearbook Section C(d).  Penalties may be applied by the Championship Stewards as appropriate to the offence (C(d)6 refers), including exclusion from the championship.

3.2 APPEALS

Appeals arising out of Championship points awarded should be in accordance with C(d) of the current MSA Yearbook.

4. SCORING SYSTEM AND AWARDS 

4.1 QUALIFYING SCORE 

The maximum QUALIFYING SCORE is the aggregate of the points gained at three (3) less than the total number of Championship rounds run in the year, the lowest scores being dropped. 

Unless stated otherwise, awards will be decided on the competitor's QUALIFYING SCORE only.  The fastest of the first two competition runs offered at each qualifying round shall count for championship points, irrespective of the number of competitive runs taken at individual events.

Championship points will be allocated after each championship round, based on the following formula:

Division Best Time / Competitor Best Time x 10

Using this formula, the fastest car in each Division will score 10 points.  Points allocated to other drivers will be appropriate to their performance, relative to the best in their Division.

The Overall Champion will be the competitor with the highest QUALIFYING SCORE, irrespective of Division. 

4.2 TIE DECIDING

In the event of a tie for an award, the winner shall be the competitor with highest number of 10-point maximums within their QUALIFYING SCORE.  If this does not achieve a result, the championship shall be considered to be a tie.

4.3 FAILURE TO QUALIFY

At the end of the season, all those registered competitors who have competed in any of the Championship rounds run will be eligible for inclusion in the final results.  Awards will be restricted to registered competitors who have competed in a minimum of four Championship rounds. 

4.4 AWARDS

4.4.1 General Information

Awards will apply to competitors who are registered in the 2008 Windowcraft Lowland Speed Championship, and who have qualified as finishers as per Section 4.3 of these regulations.  Award winners will be responsible for the collection of their awards.

All the NAMED trophies below are annual awards and must be returned for re-presentation the following year.

The Overall Champion will not be eligible for any of the division or class awards.  In the event of a newcomer or lady driver winning a division, they will not be eligible for the relevant Newcomer or Ladies award.  The winner of a division will not be eligible for any of the class awards.

4.4.2 Named Awards

THE LOWLAND SPEED

To the winner of the Lowland Speed Championship.

CHAMPIONSHIP TROPHY
(The runner-up to the champion will also receive an award).



THE SCOTTISH SPORTING CAR
To the driver of the highest placed car in Division A (Road Cars) in the 

CLUB ROAD CAR SHIELD 

Championship.

THE JAMES BARR LIMITED
To the driver of the highest placed car in Division B (Modified Cars) in the

MODIFIED CAR SHIELD 

Championship. 

THE DURACARE
 COMPETITION
To the driver of the highest placed car in Division C (Competition Cars) in the

CAR SHIELD


Championship.

(Awards will be presented to the Winner and the Runner-up in each division only, with further place awards at the discretion of the Championship Co-ordinator and the participating clubs).

THE WINDOWCRAFT 

To the best newcomer in the Championship. 

NEWCOMERS AWARD 



(A Newcomer is any competitor who has not previously entered a sprint, speed or hillclimb championship).

THE BROOMSTICK AWARD

To the best performance by a lady driver in the championship.

4.4.3 Class Awards

The Winner in each class will also receive an award, and will be the person scoring the most points in each class.  

Where there are four (4) or more registered competitors in a class who are included in the final results, there will be an award for second in class.

5. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

5.1 TECHNICAL REGULATIONS, ALL CARS 

Cars in all classes must comply with C(b) and Section (I) of the current MSA Yearbook, where appropriate.  Particular attention is drawn to regulation C(b)7, which states:

 “As a general principle, it is prohibited to carry out any tuning or modification that is not specifically permitted.  The fact that some modifications are mentioned as prohibited does not imply that others are allowed.”

5.2 CLASS DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of the championship scoring, vehicles will be divided into the following divisions and classes:

5.2.1 Vehicle Definition

The definition of what constitutes a vehicle in one of the classes is at the discretion of the Championship Co-ordinator and does not of necessity follow any rules laid down by the FIA or the MSA other than in general outline.

(A) ROAD CARS

For the purposes of these championships, Modified Saloon Cars (Road Tyres), Modified Sports Cars (Road Tyres), Classic & Thoroughbred Cars, Marque Road Sports Cars and Road-going Production Saloon Cars are defined as vehicles constructed to comply with the Road Traffic Act, (unless period defined for Classic & Thoroughbred Cars). 

Cars in classes A1 to A6 are cars as defined by the requirements of Section (I)46-69 and (I)82-102 of the current MSA Yearbook as Modified Production Cars (see Section C below).

Cars in class A7 are cars as defined by the requirements of Section (I)46-69 and (I)82-102 of the current MSA Yearbook as Modified Production Cars, and are period defined (see Section D below).

Cars in Class A8 to A10  are cars as defined by the requirements of Section (I)46-69 and (I)70-81 of the current MSA Yearbook as Road Going Production Cars (see Section E below).

(B)
MODIFIED CARS

Are cars as defined by the requirements of Section (I)46-69 and (I)82-102 of the current MSA Yearbook as Modified Production Cars (with the exception of regulation (I)64) including two seater cars not complying with classes in Division A (Road Cars) as defined in these regulations, provided that modifications and safety regulations for Modified Production Cars are adhered to (see Section (I)46 of the current MSA Yearbook).

Group B Sports Cars, GT1 Sports Cars and World Rally Cars (as defined at (I)123 of the current MSA Yearbook) will run in the Competition Car Division and in the appropriate Sports Libre class. 

(C)
COMPETITION CARS

This section includes cars from the Sports Libre and Racing Car classes.  

Sports Libre Cars shall comply with the definitions and requirements of Section (I)46-69 and (I)123-129 of the current MSA Yearbook. The Sports Libre classes will include Special Saloons, these being saloon cars and other four seater cars not complying with classes in Division A (Road Cars) or Division B (Modified Cars) as defined in these regulations, provided that safety regulations appropriate to Sports Libre Cars are adhered to (see Section (I)46-69 of the current MSA Yearbook).  Racing Cars are single seater, open wheeled competition cars, complying with (I)130-132 of the current MSA Yearbook.

The remainder of these Regulations are in FIVE parts: -


Part A - Applies to ALL classes.


Part B - Applies only to cars in classes A1 to A10 (i.e. all Road Car classes).


Part C - Applies only to cars in classes A1 to A7.


Part D - Applies only to cars in class A7.


Part E – Applies only to cars in classes A8, A9 and A10.




PART A

5.3 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS AND EXCEPTIONS

5.3.1 Safety

The general safety requirements as described in the current MSA Yearbook under Sections C(c) and (I), where appropriate to speed events, are mandatory for all classes.

Laminated windscreens and lamp glass security are not compulsory, but are strongly advised.  Likewise, safety equipment such as roll over bars, fire extinguishers and external circuit breakers are not compulsory for cars with standard bodies that are licenced for road use, but are also strongly advised. 

5.3.2 Silencing

Cars must be silenced in accordance with MSA requirements for speed events, as defined in the current MSA Yearbook. 

5.3.3 Championship Registration

The questions on the Championship Registration Form with regard to capacity etc. must be accurately answered and, in classes A1 to A8 inclusive, a list of modifications must be made.  Any non-declared modifications or any false statement discovered at scrutineering, during eligibility inspection or subsequently may result in loss of all Championship points or exclusion (See Section 2.4 and 3.1 of these regulations).

5.3.4 Scrutineering

Scrutineering will be divided into two sections.  In addition to the normal check for race-worthiness there may be a separate examination for eligibility.  Both these examinations will take place before the start of each meeting although additional checks for eligibility may be made during or after the meeting. 

5.4 VEHICLE DOCUMENTATION

All vehicles, when presented for scrutineering, shall be accompanied by the appropriate MSA Competition Car Log Book.  Note that MSA regulation (I)25 requires all cars to have an MSA Competition Car Log Book, except where the vehicle in question is presented for scrutineering as being licensed for use on the public highway, and competes in a road-legal condition.

A Vehicle Registration Document (V5) and current full MOT certificate (where required by these regulations) in respect of the competing vehicle shall be made available for inspection at every event.  

5.5 USE OF TRAILERS

All cars may be trailered to events.  Although it is not a requirement of these regulations for cars competing in the Road Car Division to be licenced and insured for use on the public highway, competitors are reminded that it is an offence to drive a vehicle either to or from an event if it is not licenced and/or appropriately insured.


PART B

5.6 ROAD CAR DEFINITIONS

All cars competing in Division A (Road Cars) must be presented for scrutineering in a road-worthy condition, and must comply with all the relevant technical requirements for vehicles used on the road at any time.  Registration documents (and a valid, full MOT certificate where the car is three or more years old) must be produced at scrutineering before each event.  

Within the Road Car Division, the Classic & Thoroughbred Car class is open to cars manufactured prior to 1 January 1980, or of a type that was in production prior to that date.

Marque Road Sports Cars includes full production models from classic marque clubs including MG, Austin Healey, Triumph, Jaguar, TVR, Morgan, Ginetta, Lotus, Porsche, Renault Alpine, Mazda (RX7 variants only), Vauxhall (VX220 variants only) and Ferrari.  Other marques may be included by the championship committee, following a formal request from the established marque owners club.

Regardless of age, all vehicles competing in the Road Car Division must be capable of passing the current full MOT test, and may be subjected to a test at any point during the season if deemed necessary.  The Championship Committee reserves the right to specify the Test Station to be used.  A ‘daytime’ MOT is not acceptable.

PART C

5.7 MODIFICATIONS PERMITTED (CLASSES A1 TO A7 ONLY)

5.7.1 Engine 

Regardless of origin, all cars in classes A1 to A7 will comply with (I)95 of the current MSA regulations.

5.7.2 Transmission

Cars in classes A1 to A7 will comply with all relevant MSA regulations governing transmission, with the exception of (I)64. 

5.7.3 Exhaust Systems

The exhaust system used is free within the appropriate Road Traffic Act regulations.

5.7.4 Tyres

Tyres must comply with current legislation regarding tread wear and must be road legal in all other respects, including 'E' marking.  Remould/retread tyres will be permitted, provided that they are listed by the MSA as being suitable for motorsport (i.e. that they are specified within either List 1A or 1B of the current MSA Yearbook). 

NB: Classes A1 to A7 are also open to cars using List 1B tyres but complying in all other respects with (I)70-81 of the current MSA Yearbook (Road Going Production Cars).
PART D

5.8 MODIFICATIONS PERMITTED (CLASS A7 ONLY)

5.8.1 Period Definition

Classic & Thoroughbred Cars are cars manufactured prior to 1 January 1980, or of a type that was in production prior to that date.  

In relation to Section C above, only period modifications are permitted with the exception of tyres, which must comply with regulation 7.7.4 (allowances will be made for older cars (e.g. veteran or vintage cars), where the available options are limited due to the size and type of tyre required).
PART E

5.9 MODIFICATIONS PERMITTED (CLASSES A8, A9 AND A10 ONLY)

5.9.1 Marque Road Sports Cars (Class A8)

In addition to complying with C(b) and (I)46-69 of the current MSA Yearbook, Marque Road Sports Cars must also comply with (I)70-81 (Road Going Production Cars) with the following exceptions:

· Tyres must comply with regulation 5.7.4 above; and

· The engine must be externally recognisable as standard equipment for the model of car entered.
5.9.2 Road Going Two Wheel Drive Saloon Cars (Classes A9 and A10)

In addition to complying with C(b) and (I)46-69 of the current MSA Yearbook, Road-going Production Saloon Cars must also comply with (I)70-81 (Road Going Production Cars) with the following exceptions:

· Classes A9 & A10 are restricted to two-wheel-drive cars; and

· Cars entered in either class A9 or A10 must be taxed for use on the road and have an appropriate insurance certificate for the specific car as entered.
